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INSTALL BATTERY TRAY

34. Reinstall the plastic battery 
tray compartment. Secure with the 
10mm bolts on the outside of the 
battery compartment. Reinstall the 
fuse compartment to the sheet metal 
brackets. Reconnect the power 
cables to the fuse box. Reconnect 
ground ring terminals removed from 
inner fender. Reconnect the two 
lever lock harnesses exiting the fuse 
compartment.

35. Reinstall the power steering 
reservoir bracket.

36. Reinstall the power steering 
reservoir.

37. Reinstall the battery to the tray 
and secure with the factory hold 
down. Reconnect the positive and 
negative terminals.

38. Reinstall the air intake system to 
the vehicle. Reinstall the removed PCV 
hose.

39. 	Locate the stock heater hose 
bracket fastened to the passenger side 
valve cover stud. Carefully remove 
the bracket and unfasten it from both 
water hoses. Drill a 1⁄4” hole through 
the battery tray as shown in Figure 5.  
Using supplied 1⁄4” screw and lock 
nut relocate and fasten heater hose 
bracket and position as shown in 
Figure 6.  

40. Your system includes two 
(2) Banks Power logos designed 
to complement the vehicle’s 
front fenders. See Figure 7 for 
recommended logo placement.

41. Your system also contains 
a CARB EO label for emissions 
purposes. This label should be placed 
on the grill/radiator cross member 
inside the engine compartment, 
so that it is seen by an emissions 
technician.

42. The Banks TorqueTubes 
installation is now complete.
